Object Lesson: God Is Good

Teach the kids a call and response. Practice it at different times throughout the day.

Leader: God is good

People: All the time

Leader: All the time

Here’s a “body-tangling” way to think about goodness! Clear out a large area on the front of the
room. You are going to write the word “goodness” (or just “good”) using peoples bodies. It will
take 1-2 kids for each letter. After the whole word is “lying” in front of you take a picture for the
kids to enjoy later. Explain that, just like this project, goodness is sometimes hard work, we
have to put out a lot of effort and always be thinking of ways we can be good instead of cruel.
But our end result...like all the kids making the word...is always worth it!




Bible Lesson: The Miracle Lunch (John 6:1-13)
Tell a story highlighting God’s goodness and provision to both our souls and bodies by using the
“Clip and Tell” lesson

Game: Fruit & Junk

Before the game make two large signs, one saying “Fruit of the Spirit — God’s Way” and the
second saying, “Junk Food — The Wrong Way”. Place the two signs on opposite sides of a long
room. Have all the kids sit in the middle of the playing area. ~Have an adult leader, standing a
step outside of the playing area, call out a statement such as “My sister takes forever getting
ready for school...but I wait for her” — to which the kids will run to the “Fruit” side of the room.
Then have the kids return to the center of the room and then you can call out another statement
such as: “My friend made me mad so I quit talking to him for a whole week!” - to which the
kids will run to the “Junk” side of the room. BEFORE the game make sure you created a list of
easy “Fruit and Junk” statements. After each round take just a moment to talk about the Fruit or
“non-fruit” that the statement represented. For added fun give the kids a traveling mode
(running, hopping, crab-walk) before each statement is called out.

Bible StUdV: Goodness—Psalm 34:14 (I-REA Introduction-Reading-Explanation-Application)
Begin by referring to your print out of the Fruit of the Sprit in Galatians 5. Remind the kids that
we are learning about the fruit of GOODNESS.

Turn from evil and do good; seek peace and pursue it.
Psalm 34:14

Teaching Idea: Today’s verse is “good soul food”. Full body motions! Turn (stand up and turn around), evil
(thumbs down), good (thumbs up!), peace (shake your neighbors hand), pursue (run in place). This verse gives us
some great values to live with — we turn our backs on evil and choose the good. Look for the peaceful way and stick
with it.

Group Project: Paper Drops (in groups)

Proof of elegance in simplicity, these graceful paper shapes come
together with two snaps of a stapler. God’s goodness is a beautiful
thing — just like these paper drop.

WHAT YOU NEED
* Colored paper

* Ribbon or gold cord /

Step 1: ORNAMENT: Cut two 12-inch strips, two 10-inch strips, and one 8 3/4-inch strip. Line
them up in this order: 12, 10, 8 3/4, 10, 12, with one set of ends even. Staple this end. Line up the
other ends evenly (bending the outer strips as needed) and staple.



Step 2: HEART: Cut two 12-inch strips and two 9 1/2-inch strips. Line them up in this order: 9
1/2, 12, 12,9 1/2, with one set of ends even. Staple this end. Now bend the unstapled ends into a
heart shape, so a small heart lies inside a larger heart. Align the ends and staple together.

Step 3: TEARDROP: Cut two 12-inch strips, two 10 1/2-inch strips, and one 9-inch strip. Line
them up in this order: 12, 10 1/2, 9, 10 1/2, 12, with one set of ends even. Staple this end. Next,
make a crease 1 inch from the unstapled ends of the 12- and 10 1/2-inch strips. Finally, align the
ends of all the strips and staple them together.

Step 4: Use the completed shapes to dress up a window or spin in midair from a light fixture or a
ribbon. To hang each, knot the end of the gold cord and place it between the loose strips of paper
at the tOp. Staple it all together. (craft from www.familyfun.com)
