Bible Study: The Parable of the Persistent Widow  Luke 18:1-14 
Have kids sit in a circle and hold their arms out in front of them. Weave a “story web” by using a ball of yarn 

and stretching it across the circle, creating another piece of the web with each new detail of the story.  Kids will 

wrap the piece of yarn around their finger to keep it in place.  Then have kids tell each back, with each detail 

one person lets go of their piece of string.  (If you want to involve more kids – start spinning the web before you 

start the story, as you spin, tell the kids that Jesus was a great story-spinner.  Like a spider building her web, 

Jesus would create beautiful word pictures. At the end of the story and after it has been told back have the other 

kids let go, one at a time, by telling something that they are praying for.) 

 

1. Jesus told a story to teach people to always pray and not give up 

2. There was once a mean judge who didn’t love God or care about people 

3. A widow kept coming to him asking him, again and again, asking for his help because people were 

taking advantage of her 

4. The judge kept saying no… 

5. …but she kept coming 

6. Finally he decided that the only way to get this widow to quit bothering him was to help her out 

7. Jesus then reminding everyone that if the mean Judge finally listened to the woman, surely God, who is 

a kind father will listen to us and bring justice 

8. Jesus ended the story by asking, “When Jesus comes back will he find faithful people on earth?”

Group Game: Rainbow Run 
Before the game mark off a rectangular playing area by using a strip of tape at both ends of the room. Beyond 

these lines are the ‘Safety zones”.  Choose one child to be it, and have her stand in the middle of the playing 

area.  Have the rest of the kids to stand behind either line.  “IT” will be trying to catch the rainbow!  When the 

game starts, “IT” will call the name of a color.  If a child is wearing that color, he will run to the other side of 

the room, to the safety zone.  The object is to not get tagged by “IT”.  If he is tagged, he joins “it” in the middle 

of the room to help tag.  This continues until everyone has been tagged.

Use I-REA to create a simple 5 minute lesson for your group.  Remember to use interesting objects, pictures 

and or stories.  Below are some ideas to get you thinking:   

 

Things to consider:  

• This verse, in context, is when Jeremiah is in prison away from his home.  Explain that he wasn’t in 

prison for doing something wrong but rather a prisoner of war. 

• No matter where we are, God hears us.  He is never far away. 

• Leaders…how can we present a Good God to children who live in constant pain and injustice?  Does the 

Gospel work here?  How?   

 

 

Group Project: Prayer Chow 
(taken from Incredible Edible Bible Fun by Nanette Goings)  Supplies: rice cereal squares such as Chex or Crispix, 

resealable plastic sandwich bags, teaspoon, caramel syrup, powdered sugar, ¼ cup measuring cup.  What to do:  

Pour ¼ cup of the rice cereal squares into the resealable plastic bag.  Add 1 teaspoon of caramel syrup.  Seal 

and shake the bag so that the syrup coats the rice cereal.  Open the bag, and add 2 teaspoons of powdered sugar.  

Seal the bag, and shake it until all the cereal squares are coated with powdered sugar.  Enjoy your Prayer Chow.  

Remember that every day we much fill our stomachs or our bodies won’t be healthy at all.  What would happen 

if you stopped eating?  It’s the same with our hearts, we need to prayer and connect with God to keeps our 

hearts and spirits healthy.  So as you eat this Prayer Chow remember that just like you eat every day you can 

pray every day too!
