 I-REA 
Bible Verse Study  

(adapted from Teaching Children Effectively Notebook, Child Evangelism Fellowship) 
 

A verse from the Bible, learned as a child, will stay with you forever…providing comfort, 

hope, guidance and a reminder of God’s constant presence. 
 

 
I—INTRODUCTION 
Make the introduction brief, interesting and related to the children and the verse.  
This can be done by: 
� Asking a question 
� Telling a story 
� Etc.  
 

R—READ 
Tell where the Bible verse is found in the Bible.  Present the verse by giving 
information about the book, author, etc.  Help the kids find the passage and invite a 
volunteer read the verse from the Bible.  You can let the kids highlight the verse if 
they would like.  If you are working with younger kids or emergent English 
speakers visualize the verse using large, readable print and symbols.  Include the 
reference.  It is the address or where the verse lives (is found) in the Bible.   
 

E—EXPLANATION 
Explain difficult words and the overall meaning of the verse.  It is important that 
the child understands and applies the verse.   
 

A—APPLICATION 
Give a double application.  One for discipleship and the other for evangelism.   The 
simple Gospel is as easy as: 
 
A - Admit 
B - Believe 
C - Choose  

 
Kid’s attention span directly corresponds with their age… 

if you are teaching 6 year olds plan on 6 minutes of active teaching! 



What IS A Commander? 
Commanders are the backbone of Space Camp – we have a 

threefold goal: KEEP, LOVE and TEACH.  Above all we will KEEP kids 

safe, both from inside and outside predators.  Each captain is 

required to complete the application process and turn in a signed 

copy of the Child Protection Policy.  Secondly we strive to LOVE 

children and provide for their needs.  We do this through one-on-one 

attention, hot meals and positive discipline.  Finally – after meeting 

kid’s basic needs, it is our great joy and privilege to TEACH them 

about God’s amazing Redemption Story.   

 

Commander’s meet every week to pray for and guide their crew of 

Astronauts. Each Commander will be responsible for a crew of 4-8 

children (astronauts).    Before each weekly mission Commanders will 

receive an email with detailed information about the week’s club 
 

 
 

Who are OUR Astronauts? 
Astronauts are our most precious cargo at Space Camp – our kids!  

You will find each child to be unique, resilient and well worth the 

effort of your investment of time and love.   

 

Many of our kids come from challenging situations and we desire to 

teach them Hope and give them tools to navigate their own 

personal stories.   

 

 
 

What is Depressurization? 
Each adventure (weekly club) ends with kids spending time with their 

“Crew” (small groups).  Their Commander will use this time to share 

some extra insight on the day’s activities, help Astronauts learn their 

daily Star Chart (Bible Verse), hand out any additional “Moon 

Beams” and facilitate a time of requests and prayers with the 

Astronauts.  This is valuable and precious time…a real treat for kids 

who don’t always get the attention they need.   



Moonbeams 
At Space Camp children can earn special golden/yellow tickets 

called “Moonbeams” to store in their name tags.  At the end of 

every club the kids will write their name on the back of their earned 

Moonbeams and put them in the “Golden Draw Bucket”.  Before the 

kids are taken home there will be a drawing.  All kids who 

contributed their tickets will have a chance to win the day’s prize or 

prizes.   

 

We give LOTS of “Moonbeams” because we love to catch kids 

being good!  Children can earn a coin for any of the following:
