JUNGLE GYM: It’s a Jungle Out There (Group Publishing) 
Preparation: You need one strip of paper for each child and adult - on each piece of paper write an animal’s 

name.  Rotate these six names:  monkey, bird, elephant, lion, snake and mosquito. (Optional – if you have 

lots of non English speakers or non readers you can print pictures out instead of words.) 

 

In this game we’re going to pretend it’s a jungle in here.  I’m going to pass out slips 

of paper with the name of an animal written on it.  Don’t let anyone see your paper.  

If you need help reading it, ask a Pack Leader to whisper in your ear.  There are a 

few other explorers in the jungle who are the same animal or creature as you.  

You’ve got to find them quickly!  But instead of calling out the name of your 

creature, you’ve got to pretend you’re that creature and make motions or sounds it 

might make.  While you’re acting like an animal, look for others who are doing the 

same thing you are, and join them.  Let’s see how quickly all you animals can find 

your friends.  After kids finish have them sit down in their animal groups and ask: 



• What animals do we have here? (One at a time, let groups identify themselves by 

sound and motions) 

This was a pretty crazy and fun game!  But let me tell you, the Jungle we’ll be 

exploring this summer is full of lots more great adventures.  So are you ready?  Are 

you ready for Adventure Camp?  Let me hear all your animal sounds one more 

time! 

 
Bible LESSON: Joseph the Well Dressed Dreamer 
**An Introduction to Joseph and his troubled family (Genesis 30:124, 35:16-26, 37:1-10)** 

 

End the lesson by introducing a large paper representation of Joseph’s coat.  Tell the kids 

that each week we are going to add a new colored stripe to this coat – each color is going 

to represent something different.  The story of Joseph is a “Tale of Many Colors” 

 
JUNGLE GYM: Monsoon Season  

Supplies:  Parachute, filled water balloons, outdoor playing area with a dividing line 

 

Jungles have Monsoon Seasons where there is lots and lots of rain.  Today we’re going to 

make our own Monsoon.  Make sure you explain all the rules before kids get up and 

move to their teams.  Place the spread out parachute so that it is divided in half by you 

dividing line.  Divide the kids into two groups and assign each group to one half of the 

parachute.  The goal of the game is for each team to launch the water balloons over the 

opposite side of the parachute – causing a monsoon on their opponents!  When the teams 

are ready toss a water balloon onto the middle of the parachute and let them shake the 

edges trying to “launch” the balloon away from their side.  As the game progresses you 

can begin to add two balloons at a time and them even more!  Lots of wet fun!! 

 

TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application

Teaching Ideas:   After you teach today’s verse you can review it (at today’s story) with 

this simple craft:  Give each child a copy of “Joseph” and “Jacket Pieces” – have them 

color each section of the jacket a different color.  Then cut out the four jacket parts (on 

the dotted lines) and glue them to “Joseph”.  This is a powerful life verse.  God is bigger 

than yesterday, today and tomorrow.  His love is sure and steadfast.  (teaching craft adapted from

CRAFT: Hearts of Many Colors (adapted from FamilyFun.com) 
Materials:   

• Crayon pieces (use Crayola crayons because knock-off brands separate 

into oil and wax while cooking)  

• Heart-shaped silicone mold (you can use the Wilton Petite Heart Pan)  

• Non-stick cooking spray 

 

Before club soak the crayons in warm water (this will make it easier to remove the paper- 

you can twist the paper off or peel it off).  

 

Today’s Trek Theme is “We are a Part of God’s Family” – God 

is a good father.  Today we also learned about a coat of many 

colors – Joseph’s father wasn’t perfect and his mistakes caused 

Joseph a great deal of pain.  But God the Father doesn’t make 

mistakes and His love is perfect.  These colorful hearts will 

remind us of God’s great love for us – His children! 

 

Instructions  

• Heat the oven to 250°. 

• Lightly spray the  mold with non-stick spray 

• Have the kids peel (or twist) the paper off of the crayons and then break them into 

smaller pieces. 

• Fill each mold with crayon pieces (add a little glitter for fun) 

• Bake until the crayons melt, about 10 to 15 minutes (until 

the lumps are gone). Tip: Place a sheet pan under the 

crayons to catch any drips.  

• Take the crayons out of the oven and place them in the 

freezer for about 5 minutes.    

• Once they're cool, remove the hearts from the molds and 

smooth any rough edges by rubbing them on a piece of 

scrap paper.  

 

 

TREK GRUB: Star Necklaces 
Supplies:  

• String 

• Star Shaped Cereal (the kind with a hole in the middle!) 

 

Joseph had some pretty powerful dreams – they made his brothers mad but these dreams 

were a message from God.  What do you think these dreams meant?  Today’s Trek Grub 

will help us remember Joseph and his dreams.  We’re going to make edible necklaces by 

stringing some of Joseph’s dream stars on string!  Help the kids make “candy necklaces” 

using the string and cereal stars.  When you have five minutes remaining, give a five - 

minutes warning.  Check to see if anyone needs help finishing his or her necklace.  When 

you have two minutes remaining, give a two-minute warning, and have kids clean-up. 

 



PACK TIME: We Are a Part of God’s Family 
Today we’ve been learning about Joseph and his family. His mother, Rachel, died when 

he was 15 years old. Two years later, his father gave him the authority to be shepherd 

over the flocks, even though he had several older brothers. He was a tattle-tale when his 

brothers did bad things. They were not happy about that! To make matters worse, Joseph's 

father gave him special treatment by giving him a multi-colored coat.  The Bible tells us 

that Joseph’s father loved him more than he did his other sons.   

 

Then one day Joseph had a dream. He told his brothers that he dreamed a day would 

come when they would bow down to him and be his servants. Then he had another 

dream.  He told his father and brothers that one day all of them would bow down to him. 

Even his father resented hearing this and told him so. His brothers envied him even more. 

 

These dreams were from God – they were telling the future.  Perhaps God gave them to 

Joseph to comfort him and strengthen him for the hard times he would face later. But it 

seems that Joseph took the dreams to mean that he was better than his brothers – he 

became very prideful about these dreams. Joseph’s family had lots of problems – there 

was jealousy, pride and favoritism in the place where love should have been.  God knew 

all this – just as he knows that all families have problems.  He knows our hurts and 

disappointments.   

 

God is different than Joseph’s father – He is perfect.  God is different than Joseph – God 

doesn’t tease, brag or try to hurt us.  He knows what we need and He promises to be a 

good Father to us – a heavenly Father.  God is perfect but He chooses to use people like 

Joseph’s father, Joseph and even us –even though we’re not perfect we are all welcome in 

His family.    (thoughts adapted from ©1997 by Jim Kerlin) 

 

Close in prayer asking God to help each of us look to God as our Heavenly father and 

also pray for each other’s families here on earth.
