BIBLE LE§SOMNS The Sale of Sibling Rivalry

**Joseph’s jealous older brothers plan to kill him & Reuben spares his life (Genesis 37:12-16)**

Today’s lesson: Begin today’s lesson by attaching a GREEN stripe to Joseph’s jacket. Green
represents envy and jealousy.

JU N@LE @ymz Monkeys Love Bananas (adapted from Group Publishing)

Supplies: Bananas (the browner the better!)

Have Explorers sit in a circle. Go around the circle and have each child say what grade they are
going into. Put the banana in the center of the circle. In today’s game each of you is going to
be a monkey! If I call out your grade — the one you’re going into - run to the center of the
circle, and try to snatch the banana before any of the other monkeys get it! For example, if
I call 2™ grade and you’re going into the 2" grade, try to get the banana and get back to
your seat in the circle before any of the other 2" graders gets the banana. Begin calling out
grades and let the “monkey compete”. When a child successfully gets the banana and returns to



his or her seat in the circle the banana goes back in the middle (no matter how gross it’s gotten!!)
and the game starts again! After you’ve played for a few rounds make things a little more
interesting by calling two grades or by putting more than one banana in the middle!

TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application

“If God is for us, who can be against usg”
Romans 8: 31 nv

Teaching Ideas: This is a heart verse — a comfort that can be with our kids throughout their whole
lives. There is no one, no thing bigger, smarter or stronger than our God. We are safe in His
arms. In today’s story things are looking so bad for Joseph — but none of his enemies or hard
times compare to the goodness of His God. Remind kids that today’s story is not the end of the
story! To help illustrate today’s verse print out a picture (or use a copy of one of the examples
below — these are both old pics that were a comfort to me in my childhood...it was the 70’s,
hence the “white” Jesus!) to help kids understand that they are safe in God’s arms. Remind your
kids that you need Jesus and His love just as much as they do.

Preparation: Use masking tape to mark out a large rectangle in your playing area. In the middle of the rectangle
mark out an additional section that is six feet wide — this will be the “net”.

Net

In the jungle there are so many mosquitoes that people often put a net called mosquito
netting over their beds or other areas of their homes. In this game, some of you will be
Mosquitoes, and some of you will be the Net that tries to catch the Mosquitoes. Choose one
pack to be the Net. Have these kids stand in the center of the area you’ve marked off in the
playing area. This area is the Net, and all the kids who are now in this area are part of the
Net. All the rest of you are Mosquitoes. The Mosquitoes are going to start on one side of
the playing area and when I say go they are going to try to run to the other side without
getting “caught in the net”. The team that is the “Net” can’t run all over the playing field —



they have to stay in between their two lines and try to catch the Mosquitoes as they run by.
If you’re a Mosquito and you get tagged by the Net, you stop being a Mosquito and become
part of the Net and try to catch other Mosquitoes. You are safe once you cross the line on
the other side. Have all the Mosquitoes stand on one side of the Net; then have them all run
through the Net and see who gets tagged...they will join the Net. When all the Mosquitoes are
gathered on the other side you can call “Go” and play again. See how long it takes for everyone
to become tangled in the Net. Let another Pack have a try at being the Net.

C€RAFT: Beanbag Ball amilyFun.com)

These totally tossable, squishable balls are lightweight and
easy to grip, making them perfect for novice jugglers,
beanbag games, or a good old game of catch.

Materials
e 3 (11-inch) balloons for each child
e Funnels
e dried lentils (or rice) about % of a cup per child
e Scissors
Instructions

1. Stretch the first balloon by inflating it halfway, holding it closed for
about 30 seconds, and deflating it.

2. Place a funnel in the balloon's neck and gradually pour in 3/4 cup of
lentils, pushing them in as you go. The balloon should be firm but
squeezable.

3. Snip off the balloon's thick rubber lip. Cut the neck off a second balloon
and gently stretch the opening.

4. Ease the second balloon over the filled balloon, tucking in the neck as
you go.

5. Cut the neck off the third balloon, stretch the opening, and ease it over
the other two. Repeat this process to make a set of three balls, or
however many you'd like.




TREK GRUBS Joseph’s Dirt Pits

Supplies: Chocolate pudding (pre-made before club — about 1 cup for each child), clear plastic cups, gummy bears,
Oreo cookies, spoons, Ziploc bags

For today’s Grub we’re going to create a scene right out of our Bible story. We’re going to make
Joseph’s Dirt Pits. Each Explorer can fill their cups about % full of pudding, then have them put
two Oreo cookies in a Ziploc bag and smash them to bits! Put the cookies bit on top of the
pudding. With a spoon dig out a small hole in the pudding and place one gummy bear inside.
This represents Joseph in the pit. Take several more gummy bears and place them around the
“pit” — these will remind us of Joseph’s brothers.

PACK TIME Stand Up for What is Right

Joseph had 10 older brothers and 9 of then didn’t hesitate for a chance to kill him. Only Reuben
— the oldest brother - tried to stop his siblings from murder. It is so hard to stand in a group of
people and be the only one trying to do the right thing. Joseph was a bit of an annoying younger
brother — but what his siblings did to him was inconscienceable. How can we stand up for
what’s right when no one else is? Only by God’s strength. And God’s strength will always be
more than enough because if God is for us — who can be against us? Standing up for what is
right is not easy —but it is what God calls us to do.

Close in prayer asking God to help each of us stand for what is right. Remember to ask you kids
if they have any prayer requests.
