BIBLE LE§§ONS From Power to Prison

**Joseph faces Potiphar’s anger and meets the Cupbearer & Baker in prison (Genesis 39:1-22, 40:1-23)**

Today’s lesson: Begin today’s lesson by attaching a RED stripe to Joseph’s jacket. Red
represents anger.

JMN@LE @ymz Savor the Flavor (adapted from Group Publishing)

Today’s lesson introduced us to both the cupbearer and the baker of the Pharaoh. These
two jobs consisted of a lot of TASTING! So today we’re going to remember our story by
playing a TASTING game! So get your taste buds ready — for Savor the Flavor!

Needs:

e A variety of small candies with easy-to-recognize flavors (i.e. cherry, mints, caramel, chocolate
and lemon.)
e  Paper lunch sacks



Tape a start line at one end of the room (leaving room for the packs to sit in line behind
the start line) and at the end of the room — a finish line. Unwrap candies and put an
assortment into each paper sack (use four sacks — one for each pack). Have packs sit in
relay lines behind the start line. Once kids are seated quietly have their Pack Leader
move to the finish line and give each Pack Leader a bag of candy.

This is a relay race where the first person in line will stand up and run to their Pack
Leader on the other side of the room — where the will immediately sit down and close
their eyes. The Pack Leader will then reach into the bag and pop a candy into the
Explorers mouth. That Explorer may open his or her eyes only after the candy is all the
way into his or her mouth.

The Explorer then sucks or chews on the candy unto they recognize the flavor. When
they guess the right flavor they then have to finish their candy completely (clean
tongue!) and then they can run back and tag the next person in line. The relay continues
until the Pack’s bag is empty! First Pack to finish wins!

TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application

“Who shall separate us from the love of Christe
Shall trouble or dangere”

Teaching Ideas: Remember to teach in context and include our last two verses. For a
simple object lesson take a glass of water and pour in several drops of food coloring.
Stir. Ask for a volunteer and give them the task of separating the food coloring from the
water. Impossible! So it is with our God. NOTHING can separate us from Him!

CRAFT : Joseph Jail Spinner (craft adapted from Group’s Crafts & More for Children’s Ministry by Karyn Henley & Lois Keffer)
Supplies: unsharpened pencils, regular tape and double stick tape, markers, scissors, Joseph Jail
Spinner Template printed on cardstock

Before club slice the templates in half so that each Joseph Jail Spinner is ready 4B‘
for “action” (each 8 2 x 11 in template has two spinners ). During the activity

give each child a “Joseph Jail Spinner” and have them carefully fold it in half _-——
(hamburger fold) with a good strong crease. Fold it so that the illustrations show :

Then have your kids color their Spinners with markers (or | «‘a' ‘
crayons). Give each child a pencil and have them put some double stick tape on '——g&

the top third. Have the kids them put their folded Spinners over the top of the (
pencil (securing it onto the double-stick tape). The Spinner should cover about s



1/3 of the pencil. Using regular tape have the kids secure the template to their pencils and
also tape the outside edges of the paper together. Show kids how to roll the pencil
between their palms. Joseph should appear to be behind bars and the entire verse should
come together.

Do this project in a big group. Kids can sit at their tables while one Pack leader stands in
the front and explain the whole project. The Pack Leader can choose different kids (one
at a time) to come help pour, stir and serve). Have you ever watched a really great
basketball player or soccer star? They have what we call “ENDURANCE” — that means
that they are able to keep going even when things get tough. They don’t give up. They
work hard to make their minds and bodies strong. Joseph wasn’t an athlete — but he had
great endurance. He had to keep his heart and faith in God STRONG through the hard
time. Today we’re going to make an “Endurance Mix” that reminds us of the things that
kept Joseph strong. These things will keep us STRONG too! (You will need a very large
pot, Ziploc bags, large stirring spoons and large cups for serving)

Ingredients and Meanings:

1. Life Cereal (1 box): We’re going to start our Endurance mix with Life Cereal —
and this reminds us of one of God’s greatest gifts — LIFE. Each of us has this gift
and so did Joseph. Life is precious. Each day is a gift. Life is not always easy
but God wants us to use our LIVES for Him.

2. Honey Nut Cheerios (1 box) Next up — we have some sweet Cheerios. These are
circles and circles have no beginning and no end. They just go on and on and on!
That’s just like God’s sweet love for us. It is never-ending. Know that God loves
us gives us ENDURANCE in our best times and our worst times.

3. Gummy Bears (1 large bag or several smaller bags) Gummy Bears are so colorful
and you can almost see through them. These remind me of the stained glass
windows at church! One way Joseph kept his endurance up was to keep his
friendship with God strong. He probably didn’t have a church in his prison but he
must have made his own personal church — special times of praising God, prayer
and asking God to teach him. We can come to church each week to stay strong in
our friendship with God.

4. M&M candies (1 extra large bag) Next we’re going to add something pretty
special! These M&M'’s remind me of God’s sweet blessings. Blessings are things
in our lives that God gives us to remind us of His love. Blessings can be love
from families, special friends, a verse from the Bible that makes you feel close to
God — and there are so many more! Even in prison God remember Joseph and
send him blessings.

5. Goldfish Crackers (large economy sized box) Here was have some Goldfish
crackers — and these remind us of God caring for us day to day. It tells us in the
Bible to pray to God and say “Give us this day our daily bread” — God will
provide us with what we need. He did that for Joseph — even during Joseph’s
toughest times.



6. Mini Pretzel Twists (large bag) And finally — lets add in some mini pretzels.
Look at these little snacks! They way they curve reminds me of praying hands!
Yes — prayer is one of our greatest tools in keeping STRONG in our friendship
with God. Pray gave Joseph ENDURANCE and is will give us the same.

After the mix is thoroughly stirred pass out a sandwich sized Ziploc bag to each child.
Use a large cup to put a portion into each child’s bag. (If you are pressed for time split
the mix into two large containers and have another Pack Leader help you distribute the
mix.)

PACK TIME Serve God Wherever You Are

While kids are enjoying their Endurance Mix you can talk with them about today’s
lesson: Life is full of ups and downs. It’s a lot easier to follow God when things are
going right — but we also need to follow and serve God when things are tough. Joseph
was in a terrible situation, but his life belonged to God so he served God — even while in
prison. He took the gifts God had given him and put them to their best use. What gifts
has God given you? How can you use them to serve God?

Joseph would have had every right to sit and pout and feel like God had abandoned him.
He could have become a bad man and blamed it on all the injustice in his life...but he
didn’t. He chose to follow God. He took responsibility for his actions and didn’t blame
his past. He was strong because he relied on God’s strength. The same God who was
there for Joseph is here for us today! We can live for Him and trust in His goodness.

Close in prayer asking God to help each of us serve Him wherever we are. Remember to
ask you kids if they have any prayer requests.
