LESSON: Jonah Preaches and God Forgives (Jonah 3:1-10)

GAME: Unwrapping GOd,S LOVe (Jonah’s Overboard Adventure)

You will need: boxes in a variety of sizes; prizes small enough to fix at least 20 in the smallest box,
wrapping paper and tape. Before you begin, place the prizes in the smallest box and then wrap it in gift-
wrap. Place that box in the next largest box and wrap. Continue this process until all the boxes are
wrapped, nested one inside the other. Seat the children in a circle. Show them the large wrapped box.
Tell them to pass the gift around while you sing, together, a favorite song. When the song ends, whoever
is holding the present gets to unwrap the box. After they unwrap it, choose a different song to sing,
repeating the process until the last and smallest box is opened. When the prizes are finally revealed, the
child who unwrapped the smallest box is to share the treats inside with the other children. How is God’s
love like a gift?




COMPASS: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application

Teaching Ideas: What is faithfulness?
What does God’s faithfulness look like in the life of a child in urban Denver?

TABLE CRAFT: The King’s Treasure Chest

You will need a small box for each child (you can purchase these at XPEDX paper store). Before club
you can spray paint each box gold if you desire. You will also need: glitter glue pens, letter stickers (for
kids to put their names on their boxes), jewels, glue and colored pasta (color pasta by putting pasta in a
Ziploc back and adding rubbing alcohol and food coloring — mix up, spread out and let dry). Let them
decorate their boxes with jewels, pasta, glitter pens and stickers. Remember...a little bit of glitter glue
goes a long way. The King of Nineveh was a very rich and powerful man. What did he do when he
found out that he and his people weren’t walking with God?

GAME: Carrying the Message (By the Sea!)

You will need: four large buckets (one for each group), water pitchers filled with water (you will need to
keep refilling these throughout the game). Take the kids outside and have them sit behind the starting
line, lined up with their group. Each child will be given a cup. Directly across from each relay line place
an empty bucket (about 60-100 ft away from where the kids are sitting). Explain to the kids that “Jonah
had to carry God’s message to the Ninevites — but after being in the whale for three whole days, perhaps
Jonah was still a little wet!” The object of the game is for kids to take a full cup of water, place in on
their heads and run to the other side of the playing field and dump the water into their bucket. They can
use one hand to help hold the cup on their head. Then they run back to their line and the next person in
line does the same routine! The relay continues until the kids are thoroughly wet and the buckets are
filled!! Another little fun twist is that the adult leaders will fill each runner’s cup before he “takes off to
deliver his ‘message’ “ — and it’s always fun to slop a little out during the process!

RATIONS: Mal‘ShmallOW Palaces (adapted from Jonah’s Overboard Adventure)

Create a castle for the king of Nineveh. Stack two large marshmallows on top of each other to make the
castle. Surround the castle with banana slices (the moat!) and then us mini-marshmallows and creamy
peanut butter (as mortar) to create a castle wall! The king of Nineveh was great and powerful and the
people bowed down to him. Who, in the end, did he bow down to?
