BIBLE LE§§ONS The Brother’s Bow

**The brothers feel guilt and sadness when the run into trouble trying to buy food in Egypt — they
don’t recognize Joseph (Genesis 42:1-38)**

Today’s lesson: Begin today’s lesson by attaching a BLUE stripe to Joseph’s jacket. Blue
represents sadness.

JUNGLE @Y M3 Man-Overboard Tag e wom o rsine

Choose one child to be the “man over-board” and have the rest of the kids form pairs and
link elbows with their partners (it works best to have older kids pair with younger kids —
makes the game a little more fair!). Explain that these pairs are boats sailing down the
Nile in Egypt. In today’s game our “man over-board” will try to save himself by tagging



a boat (a pair of kids). If the “Man Overboard" tags your boat, he or she will link arms
with the person tagged. Then the other end of the boat must “fall off the boat” or unlink
arms, becoming the new “Man Overboard” who chases down another boat to link up
with. Have an adult be in charge of helping kids know when to unlink. It is imperative
that this game is explained thoroughly and demonstrated. This game works best in large
groups.

TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application ROMANS 8:38

Teaching Ideas: Today’s verse needs v.39 to be complete so you might want to peek
ahead with the kids so that today’s portion makes sense. The heart of this passage in
Romans 8 is that NOTHING can separate us from the arms of our God. Before club write
out a copy of the verse for each of your kids. You can type it out on your computer and
decorate it. Feel free to add the final portions and underline today’s section:

“In all things God works for the good of those who love him...
If God is for us, who can be against us?...
Who shall separate us from the love of Christe
Shall frouble or dangerz?...
No, in all these things we are more than conquerors
through him who loved us.
For | am convinced that neither death nor life,
neither angels nor demons,
neither the present nor the future...nor anything else in all creation,
will be able to separate us from the love of God...”
ROMANS 8

Today really begin helping kids begin to grasp the whole verse. Give the older kids the challenge of taking
the verse home and working on it. This is a powerful life verse that will strengthen and encourage obedient
hearts.



C€RAFRFT: Jungle Gel
Needs:

e Bucket or bowls of warm water
Craft sticks (one per child)
Large plastic cups (one per child)
Plastic spoon (one per child)
Liquid starch
School glue gel (not white school glue)
Paper towels

e Small Ziploc Bag (one per child)
Before club make a sample batch of Jungle Gel to use for your demonstration. You’ll
also need to fill several buckets or bowls with warm water. Place the buckets around the
room so each Pack has one nearby. Have kids wash their hands before they begin (if you
don’t their gel will be full of whatever is currently on their hands!) Before you start show
your pack all the ingredients. Everything looks like it’s going to get pretty messy and
complicated — but in the end we are going to have something good and really neat! It’s
just like what happened in today’s Bible story — everything was a mess with Joseph and
his family but God has a plan to make all things beautiful.

Give each child a cup and a craft stick. Help kids put one spoonful of starch (first) and
one spoonful of glue gel in his/her cup. Demonstrate how to use your thumb or forefinger
to wipe an even spoonful of either liquid into a cup. It’s important that the Pack Leader
wipe each spoonful into the cup, so the measurements are as equal as possible. Then,
have the kids use their craft sticks to stir the mixture for about three minutes. It’s
important to keep the mixture in the cup, so stir gently without splashing. After a minute
or two, you’ll notice that Jungle Gel is starting to form around your stick. When that
happens, you can start pressing the stick against the side of the cup to “Smoosh” the gel
and keep if form forming a big blob on your stick. This helps mix the ingredients better.
You can even use the thin edge of your craft stick to “cut” into the gel. You’ll keep
mixing, mushing and smooshing until the three minutes are up. Then have your kids pout
their Jungle Gel onto a paper towel and gently blot it to remove the extra starch. Now the
fun really starts!

Have the kids pick up their gel and start rolling it, kneading it and squishing it in their
hands. It may feel a little sticky at first, but give it a few seconds to smooth out. If it
seems to be in little pieces that won’t stick together, let it rest on your palm for about
thirty seconds and then start working it. If the gel is too sticky after a minute, you can
add a few drops of liquid starch to it. After you finish making your jungle Gel, you’ll
place it in a Ziploc and clean your hands in the water bucket nearest your Pack. Pass out
the materials and have the kids do the project together, step by step. Have them stir and
smoosh for no less than three minutes.

JUNGLE &Y M$¢ Boulder Ball

Take a large heavy duty garbage bag and fill it with inflated balloons. Secure the bag
tightly shut by taping it up. (Make an extra “ball” — just in case the first one doesn’t last
through the entire play time). Make a rectangular playing area and use tape to make a



center line. Place two teams on each side of the rectangle. The game is played just like
volleyball but the kids must remain on their bottoms or they have to take a two minute
penalty away from the game.

TREK @RUB% J Ourney to Egypt (adapted from Group Publishing’s “Incredible Edible bible Fun” by Nanette Goings)
Supplies:

e  Celery Stalks (one 4-6 inch stalk per child)

e Plastic Knives

e Raisins (you can also use small jelly beans or gumdrops)

e  Peanut Butter

Have kids spread peanut butter down the center of their stalk of celery. This will make
the “road” to Egypt. Add 10 raisins to represent Joseph’s brother’s making the journey to
find food.

PACK TIME We are Responsible for Our Actions

Joseph’s brothers still carried the guilt of what they did to their brother. They might have
through they got away with their lie — but they didn’t. We are responsible for our actions
— when we lie, are cruel or make a bad choice, we might get away with it for a little while
but our sins always come back to us. Only God’s forgiveness can set us free from the
guilt. One part of accepting God’s forgiveness is a decision to make things right. We
take responsibility for our actions and do all that we can to ask forgiveness, pay back or
fix what we have broken. God will give us the strength!

Close in prayer asking God to help each of us take responsibility for our actions.
Remember to ask you kids if they have any prayer requests.
