Bible LESSON: The Silver Cup  
**Joseph blackmails his brothers wile they try to protect Benjamin (Genesis 43:1-32; 44:1-33)** 

 

Today’s lesson: Begin today’s lesson by attaching a BLACK stripe to Joseph’s jacket.  

Black represents blackmail.   
 

 

JUNGLE GYM: Beans in a Bucket (from Suzy Chang’s “Newsletters”) 

Divide the kids into their four groups and have each team sit quietly in a different corner 

of the playing area.  Give each group a large bucket (or pot), a paper plate full of dry 

kidney beans and a drinking straw for each child.  Have teams sit in a circle around the 

beans and bucket.  The object is to suck a bean on the end of the straw and drop it into the 

bucket.  No hands allowed.  All team members “suck and drop” at the same time.  The 

team with the most beans in their bucket at the end of the designated time frame is the 

winner.   



TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application  ROMA'S 8:38b, 39a 

 
“In all things God works for the good of those who love him… 

If God is for us, who can be against us?... 

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?   

Shall trouble or danger?... 

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors  

through him who loved us. 

For I am convinced that neither death nor life,  

neither angels nor demons, 

neither the present nor the future... 
nor anything else in all creation, 

will be able to separate us from the love of God…” 

ROMANS 8 
 

Teaching Ideas: Just like last week, today’s verse relies on the context of what we’ve 

already learned and the remaining part of v. 39.  Help kids understand that we are 

“building” – phrase by phrase – one of the greatest promises in the Bible.  Today’s verse 

assures us that God is greater than anything that has happened in our past and He’s 

greater than what’s to come in our future.  We can give our past pains to Him and trust 

Him with our future worries.  An idea to help share this lesson is to make a simple clock 

using a paper plate with numbers written on it, two clock hands cut out of black cardstock 

and a brad.  Begin by setting the clock to the present time.  As you share move the hands 

backwards and ask the kids if there would be anything they would change that has 

happened in the past.  Then move the hands forward and ask what the kids worry about in 

the future.  Move the hands back to the present and remind the kids about what today’s 

promise teaches us.  God is good.   

 

 
JUNGLE GYM: TREASURE TAG (adapted from Group Publishing) 

Mark off a large playing area.  Have kids get in groups of three (Pack leaders can help fill 

in any gaps).  Have each group of three choose one member of your team to be your trio’s 

TREASURE.  It might be easiest if they choose a smaller team member.  The other two 

team members will form a Treasure Chest around the Treasure.  They’ll do this by 

holding hands around the Treasure.  They must NOT let go of each other's hands.  Trios 

remain like this for the remainder of the game.  Select one trio to be “it”.  This game is 

played just as regular Tag, with one exception:  The treasure who is “it” is the only 

one who can tag another treasure.  So it doesn’t count if “it” tags a treasure chest 

player (someone on the outside ring).  Or if a treasure chest player reaches through 

another circle to tag a treasure, that doesn’t count.  The treasure who is “it” must 

reach across his or her Treasure Chest, into another Treasure Chest, and tag the 

Treasure.  If a Treasure gets tagged, she and her teammates become the new “it”.   It’s 

imperative that this game is explained thoroughly and demonstrated.  (And now that I 

have thoroughly confused you…let’s play!!) 



CRAFT: Jungle Buzzers (Suzy Chang Newsletters) 
A Twirler is a looped string that is threaded through two holes in a round disk.  You can 

use a large, two-holed button, a thin piece of lightweight wood or you can cut a 3” circle 

out of a sturdy piece of cardboard with two holes poked out.  It’s ideal if the holes are 

about ½ inch apart.  Decorate with markers on both sides.  Spiral designs work 

exceptionally well.  Thread a 30’’ piece of string through one hole and then back through 

the other.  Tie a knot in the string creating a continuous loop.  Now you are ready to twirl!   

 

A person holds the string taut on either end with the disk in the center and begins to rotate 

his/her hands causing the string to twist.  When the string is wound tight, stop rotating the 

hands and begin instead, to pull outward on the string – then relax the string.  Repeat 

pulling and relaxing.  This causes the disk to  “buzz” and seems to twirl on its own. 

 

TREK GRUB: Silver in the Sack  (adapted from Group Publishing)   

Sugar cones (1 per child) 

Oreo Cookies (1 per child) 

Frosting (made prior to club or store bought frosting)  

Candy Kiss (1 per child) 

 

Frosting Recipe 

With an electric mixer, blend together 4 cups of powdered sugar, 1 cup vegetable shortening, and 1 

teaspoon of vanilla until smooth and creamy.  If the mixture is too thick, add milk one teaspoon at 

a time.  If it’s too thin, add more sugar gradually.  This recipe is enough for about fifty “Silver in 

the Sacks” 

 

Set out a bowl of frosting for each pack.  Make sure each child has a plastic knife, a cone, 

an Oreo cookie and a candy kiss.  Today’s lesson we learned about Benjamin finding a 

silver club in his sack.  Joseph set him up – he blackmailed his brothers – by sneaking the 

treasure into his brother’s belongings.    A candy kiss is going to remind us of the silver 

cup.  The cone will be our sack and we’ll seal the whole thing up with an Oreo cookie.  

Have the kids put their candy kiss inside the cone.  Put frosting on one side of an Oreo 

and place it on the opening of the cone.  Now – your silver is in the sack!   

 

Pack Time God Helps Us to Change 
Today’s story brings another crazy twist in an already twisted tale.  Why do you think 

Joseph played such a trick on his brothers?  Maybe he was trying to get even.  Maybe he 

was just simply stalling for time.  We can’t know for sure what his motives were – but 

what we do know is that God’s plan was playing out.  Joseph’s older brothers – who had 

committed such a serious crime (think about it this way – they would have been put in 

prison with today’s justice system) experience heart changes.  And Joseph – who had 

been betrayed so deeply – had a heart that was ripe for forgiveness and change.  But 

without God, none of this would have been possible.  Ask your kids today what change 

they want to make in their own lives.  Then commit to pray with them for God’s help to 

make that change.
