TREASURE: Introduction, Read, Explanation and Application  ROMA(S 8:39b 

 
“In all things God works for the good of those who love him… 

If God is for us, who can be against us?... 

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ?   

Shall trouble or danger?... 

No, in all these things we are more than conquerors  

through him who loved us. 

For I am convinced that neither death nor life,  

neither angels nor demons, 

neither the present nor the future... 

nor anything else in all creation, 

will be able to separate us from the love of God…” 

ROMANS 8 
 

Teaching Ideas: This is it!  Our complete memory verse.  Today add motions to help kids 

commit this incredible promise to memory.  Nothing, Nothing, Nothing can separate us 

from God’s love.    

 

 

JUNGLE GYM: Cold Potato (www.familyfun.com)  
This simple game revolves around a different kind of sprinkler. Players must have quick 

reflexes and a good toss.  Step 1: Using a pin, poke a hole in a balloon. Then fill it with 

water, so that it becomes a time bomb with a slow leak.   Step 2: Players stand in a circle 

and toss the balloon around. The idea is not to be the one holding the balloon when it runs 

out of water.   Step 3: The focus really isn't on winning or losing--it's on how cool you 

get while playing the game. 
 

 
 

 

CRAFT: Truth Bracelets  
Black (or gray), Red (heart if possible), White (or clear), Green and Gold Pony Beads 

Leather cord cut into appropriate lengths 

 

Today we’re making Truth Bracelets to help us remember all that God did in 

Joseph’s life and all He is doing in our lives.  God has a plan for our lives and it is 

GOOD!  Hold up an empty piece of string.  This may not look like a cool bracelet now, 

but with a little work, attention to the directions and time pretty soon you’ll have 

make a cool necklace just like this one (hold up a finished bracelet).  Remind the kids 

that it’s just like that with the life of Joseph – things didn’t always look good, but God 

always had a plan!  It’s the same with our lives!  Help the kids string the following beads 

and spend some time explaining what each bead means: 
1. Black: Sin – our lives are full of sin and hurt.  Sometimes it’s things we do wrong and other times 

it’s the pain caused when people hurt us.  Everybody sins! 

2. Red Heart: There is so much sin in the world but God has always had a plan.  One of the problems 

with sin is that is separates us from God.  God loved us - so God sent His son Jesus to give His life 



for us on the cross.  Jesus paid the price for all our sins and brought healing for all the wrongs done 

to us.  Jesus giving his life for us destroyed the separation that sin caused.  It made it possible for 

us to be friends with God – the cross covers all our sins…past, present and future! 

3. White: It says in the Bible “Believe in Jesus and you will be saved”.  God forgives our sins and 

gives us a brand new heart!  He helps us to do the right thing and forgives us again when we make 

a mistake.  Our new hearts want to serve and obey God! 

4. Green: Because of all that God has done for us our new hearts help us to grow in our friendship 

with God.  We can PRAY, GO TO church, OBEY, TELL others about Him, GIVE to those in 

need (you can give you time and help people) and READ the Bible.   

5. Gold: God’s plan (ending with eternity in Heaven) God has a plan for your life.  He will make your 

life shine like gold if you let Him work.  He will use you to help others to make this world a better 

place.  He will help you to grow strong in your friendship with Him.  God has promised us that we 

will be with Him forever in Heaven when our time on earth is through.  A friendship with God is 

life’s most beautiful treasure! 

 

Finish the bracelet off with a sliding knot: 

 
 Take your length of leather or cord and tie a simple overhand knot around one side (B) of the cord with 

the other side (A).

Tighten both knots, and clip off excess. That's all there is to it!  (ow you can slide the knots together for a 

bigger bracelet, or pull them further apart for a smaller one. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

When you have five minutes remaining, give a five-minute warning.  Encourage kids to 

finish up stringing their beads.  When you have two minutes remaining, give a two-

minute warning.  Have kids clean up their areas.  Don’t forget to remind kids that they 

can use their bracelets not only to remind them of what God has done (and will do) in 

their lives – but also to tell others about God and His love and plan. 
 

 

 

 

 



TREK GRUB: Celebration Balls (adapted from “Fun with Food” by Susie Chang and Group Publishing) 

• 6 cups of popcorn 

• Jell-O (small package) 

• 1/2 cup sugar 

• 1/2 cup light Karo syrup 

• Dash of Salt 

• Snack makers gloves 

• Saucepan 

• Ziploc Storage Bags 

• A few unpopped kernels 

 

As you begin show your pack an unpopped kernel of corn.  When this kernel goes into the 

popper something amazing will happen (something beautiful and tasty!).  It reminds me 

of Joseph’s life – God took something ordinary and made him into someone 

extraordinary.  He will do that with us too! 

With your pack make the following recipe: For each flavor created you will do the 

following:  In a saucepan, heat a small package of Jell-O, 1/2 cup of sugar and ½ cup of 

light Karo syrup (heat till dissolved, but do not boil).     

 

Pour the mixture over the popcorn.  Show the explorers how to form the popcorn into 

popcorn balls.  To make it easier, have them wear snack maker’s gloves (you might want 

to spray the gloves with a little Pam) .  Have kids place their celebration jungle balls in 

separate Ziploc bags to take home.  Pack Leaders should write kids names on each bag.  

When there are two minutes remaining, give a two-minute warning, and have kids clean 

up their areas.  Remind the kids that God has a plan for their lives.  He wants to make 

each of us “POP” into something beautiful.

Joseph’s life certainly was.  It was full of betrayal, hatred and injustice –but through it all 

God had a plan.  God used everything thing that happened (good and bad) to bring about 

his best good.  The brothers meant their actions for evil but God used them for good.   

 

No matter where you are, who your family, what you have or don’t have – God can use 

your life.  He will take all the good and bad and make things right.  We must trust Him.  

It can take a lot of patience but He calls us to keep serving him – and keep doing the right 

thing – no matter what comes our way.  In the end God will make all things right.  It’s His 

promise to us.
