g«a&a Lesson: Moses and the Golden Calf (Exodus 32-34)

Pink Flamingos, Green Acorns, Red Carnations and Gold Calves

Preparation: The night before class place a white carnation in a glass of water with red food coloring in it.
In class the next day bring out a new carnation and add water and red food coloring. Ask the children
what they think might happen? The carnation will change from the inside out!

Show the kids a picture of a Flamingo. Ask them why the flamingo is pink and not blue or green. They
have pink and reddish feathers because the foods they eat have dyes called carotenoid pigments in them.
Flamingos eat lots of algae, shrimp, and insects which contain these pigments. These pigments change the
color of their feathers.



Flamingos that are kept in zoos and are fed a different diet than those in the wild would lose their pink
color if they weren't fed a dye called flamen oil or some other color additive to keep their feathers pink.
When flamingos eat the algae and shrimp or the flamen oil, the pigments change their color from the
inside out. (adapted from www.daniellesplace.com)

Look at this green acorn! God is so powerful and working on the inside of that tiny seed that someday is
will become a mighty oak (show picture of oak).

Each of us needs a change from the inside out. The only person who can change our hearts is God. When
we choose to live for Him he begins to work in our lives, making us more like Him — full of love,
compassion, justice and obedience.

Some people say that they are following Jesus — they might even go to church — but their hearts are still
the same old way that they were before. They don’t choose God’s way. God’s people — the Israelites —
got caught in this trap when Moses was up on the mountain getting the 10 Commandments and the Law.

(Tell the story from Exodus using flannel figures). We must never forget that GOD IS HOLY. He has a
standard and to sin against Him is a terrible thing. Thank God for forgiveness and the cross of Jesus
Christ that sets up free from our sins.

God is Holy

God wants us to be like Him

God doesn’t just want us to SAY we’re Christians — he wants us to BE Christians

We need God to change us from the inside out. This is the ONLY way to become Holy
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GMM: Drip, Drip, Drop

Played like “Duck, Duck, Goose” but “Duck” is a sprinkle of water on the child’s head (from a Dixie cup
about a quarter full of water) and “Goose” is dumping all the water on the child’s head. Then the chase
begins! Have two circles of this game going — one for the youngest kids and another for the older. This
way more kids get to have a chance to both drip, drop and be dropped upon.

II Corinthians 5:17

Using notecards write a word (or phrase) of the verse on the front and put a symbol (or picture
on the back). Do this for the entire verse. Teach the verse — making sure to relate it to today’s
lesson and then use the cards to review. After the kids repeat the verse several times — using the
words, flip over one card and see if they can still say the verse. Continue to flip cards until your
whole group can say the verse from memory.



GAAW: Inside-Out Dough

What you will need:

1 1/2 cups of water

2 Tbs. of cooking oil

2 cups of flour

1/2 cup of salt

4 Tbs. cream of tartar (I’ve used only 2 Tbs. and it has worked fine)

Directions:

1. Combine the water and oil in a small bowl and set aside.

2. Combine the flour salt and cream of tartar in a large saucepan.

3. Over medium heat pour the water and oil mixture into the flour mixture stirring constantly. Cook and stir for
about 5 minutes until a ball of dough forms. (The dough doesn't stick as much if you use a double boiler or a pan set
inside a pan of water)

4. Cool the dough for five minutes and then knead it with your hands until it is smooth.

5. Divide the dough into smaller portions and add different colors of food color to each. (If you don't want to get
food coloring on your hands. Make only half the recipe and add the food coloring to the water before mixing in the
flour.)

6. Store in the refrigerator in small baggies when not in use.

Before club make dough. Color 1/3 of it a deep, dark red. Keep the other 2/3’s it’s natural color.
Roll the colored third into little balls (about the size of shooter marbles). Roll the uncolored
dough out on the table. Cut the dough into circles. Take a dough circle and use it to completely
cover a red dough ball so that none of the color shows through. Shape the outer dough into a ball
shape. Make enough dough balls (each with a small red ball in the middle) for each child.

For craft remind the kids that God changes us from the inside out and then give them each a ball
of dough to play with. Jesus changes us in the inside it starts to show on the outside. God’s
people didn’t let God change their hearts so that’s why they worshiped idols and forgot about
God. We want to remember God and let Him make us Holy — like Him. In class show the
children one of the balls of play dough. Tell the children that this play dough can help them
remember that Jesus has to change us on the inside before we can change on the outside. In
today’s story God’s people needed to have a change on the inside. Knead the dough until the
color changes. Hand out a ball of play dough to each child and let them knead their own balls.
Send the play dough home with each child. Tell the children to tell their family and friends what
they have learned when they play with the play dough.

After the kids get their play dough ball to change colors review this summer’s lesson by
challenging the group to “mold” elements of the story of Moses.

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Gme: Smash

In today’s story there was some idol smashing! We’re going to play a game that might lead to
some smashed things too!! Have kids sit in a circle and put a colored star or sticker on each
child’s hand (use 4-6 different colors and try to use one color specifically for the littlest kids)
Put a banana in the middle of the circle. When you call a color — all the kids wearing that sticker
should scramble to the middle and try to grab the banana. The banana goes back in the middle
and then you call another color. Make things a little more interesting by calling two colors or by
putting more than one banana in the middle! Make sure you have plenty of bananas...they are
quickly smashed!

W: Sweet Butterflies

Mini plain doughnuts (1 per participant) Hostess makes small doughnuts called “Donnettes”
frosting (1 tablespoons per participant)

food coloring (assorted colors)

candy sprinkles (1/2 teaspoon per participant)

thin red licorice strips (3- to 4-inch section per participant)

resealable sandwich bags (2 per group)

Tint the frosting so that it's brightly colored-any color will do. For each group, fill two
resealable sandwich bags with frosting and clip one corner to make a pastry bag. At each group
table, place a bag of doughnuts, a container of sprinkles, a plate of licorice, a butter knife, paper
plates, and frosting.

Show the kids a sample butterfly and remind them that we are learning that GOD IS HOLY. He
wants to change us from the inside out so that we can be more like Him. He takes our old way of
life, full of sin and hurt and gives us a new way of life, full of hope and love. It’s a lot like when
a caterpillar changes into a beautiful butterfly. Today we’re going to make Sweet Butterflies to
remind us that God can change us and help us to be Holy like Him

Make a sample snack as you give the kids directions.

1. Carefully cut a doughnut in half, then turn both halves of the doughnut around so
that the round sides are touching and the cut sides are facing out — these are your
butterfly’s wings

2. Decorate your wings using frosting from the “pastry bags” and sprinkles.

3. Put alicorice stick between the wings to make the butterfly’s body.

4. EAT!
